School subjects and how they relate to job options 

An early step in career exploration is to develop a list of jobs you are interested in. One way to start is to 
think about the school subjects you most enjoy. Check out the subject Bullseye Posters from the myfuture 
website which will help you find jobs that are related to the subjects you like at school.

Bullseye Posters and each poster groups jobs into four qualification levels.  

 

Thinking of going to uni? Read this first! 

Job Jumpstart has an interesting article highlighting the reasons why you need to fully investigate your 
pathway options after school to make sure that the one you choose is a good fit for you and your career 
ideas. If you are considering a university pathway you might want to read their article Thinking of going to 
uni? Read this first! The article isn't advocating not to go to university, rather that it is wise to go to 
university for all the right reasons. The article prompts/helps you to answer the following questions: 

1. Why am I going to university? 
2. Is this course right for me? 
3. Which university is right for me? 
4. Will I get a job when I finish? 

 

Why do work experience? 

The best way to explore a job you are interested in is to try it. This sounds obvious, doesn’t it? However, it is 
often the last thing people think of when exploring jobs and making career decisions. The following are ways 
you can try a job. 

• Work observation/shadowing - spend one or two days with someone already in the job

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• Work experience – spend up to a week working in the job 

• Volunteering – volunteer your services to an organisation that has jobs you are interested in 

• Part-time paid work – explore the possibility of part-time or casual work in your preferred career 
area 

• Join an activity group where you can try out some of the skills you will need in the job you like e.g. 
join the Air Force Cadets or the St John Ambulance Cadets 

• Participating in various programs associated with specific career areas for example, Engineering Link 
projects 

The benefits of trying a job are: 

• Learning about what the job involves 

• Having a structured, supervised, hands-on experience 

• Experiencing a work environment – the world of work isn’t like school! 

• Gaining a new referee to add to your resume 

• Developing contacts that may help you gain employment in the future. 

Your school Guidance Officer/Counsellor or VET Coordinator can help you organise work experience. Read

Will I get a job when I finish my Trade qualification 

National Centre for Vocational Education Research (NCVER) reports that a high proportion of trade 
apprentices and trainees were employed after completing their training in 2023, according to a recently 
released NCVER report. The Apprentice and trainee outcomes 2023 report shows that 95.6% of apprentices 
and trainees who completed their training in a trade occupation were employed after training, similar to 
2022. Click here to read the report in full. 

 

Year 10, Start thinking now about what's next! 

Year 10 is when the pressure comes to start thinking about yourself as an individual and to sort through your 
own thoughts and ideas for your future. Are you thinking, "I have no idea what I want to do! I haven’t yet 
found anything I am particularly good at". If this sounds familiar, or even if you think you know exactly what 
you want to do, stop and think about all the things out there, you don't know about. Smart Year 10 thinkers 
(and smart thinking has nothing to do with grades) will start to think about and research a lot of different 
career opportunities. When you start this thinking early in Year 10, you give yourself plenty of time to work 
out the things you do like and what subjects best suit your interests and skills. You will always get better 
grades when you are learning about something you are interested in. SO, be a smart thinker and start your 
thinking/research now.

The Australian Bureau of Statistics have released the Labour Force Data for February 2024: 

• Unemployment rate remained at 3.8% 

• Employment increased to 14,232,300 

• Underemployment rate remained at 6.6% 

• Participation rate decreased to 66.6% 

• Employment to population ratio remained at 64.1% 

• Monthly hours worked decreased to 1,909 million

Employment Projections 

National Skills Commission produces employment projections to provide a much-needed guide to the likely 
future direction of the jobs market over the next 5 years. Each year these projections are updated to reflect 
emerging trends and developments. The latest data available are for the five years to November 2026. 

Summary 

Over the five years to November 2026: 

• Employment is projected to increase across all 19 broad industries 

• Employment is projected to increase across all 8 broad occupational groups 

• 9 in 10 new jobs are projected to require post-school education 

Industries projected to grow 

Four services industries are projected to provide more than three-fifths of the total projected employment 
growth: 

• Health care and social assistance

• If you find yourself distracted by something else (e.g. I feel fat; I should do more exercise), jot down 
the task, idea or problem to deal with later 

• Begin working immediately – don’t wait for inspiration 

• Attend to one thing at a time 

• When you start to lose focus, get up and take a walk

stress and overwhelm. This is no easy task. But there are certain things that we can all do in order to build
