Steps to create your Unique Student Identifier (USI) 
 
 
A USI is effectively an account or 10 character alpha-numeric reference which will allow all 
of an individual’s training records, entered in the National Vocational Education and Training 
data collection, to be linked.  The USI will make it easier for students to find, collate and 
authenticate their VET achievements into a single transcript.  It will also ensure that 
students’ VET records are not lost 
 
PLEASE NOTE:  The College is not permitted to issue Statements of Attainment or 

Certificates unless a student has a verified USI.   

The following steps show how to create your Unique Student Identifier (USI).  You will need this 
number to be recorded for all VET subjects you are studying both in and out of school.

Step 1  
Get at least one form of ID from the list below ready: 

 Driver’s Licence 
 Medicare Card (this includes a current family Medicare card where your name is 

included) 
 Australian Passport 
 Visa (with Non-Australian Passport) for international students 
 Birth Certificate (Australian) *please note a Birth Certificate extract is not sufficient  
 Certificate Of Registration By Descent  
 Citizenship Certificate 
 ImmiCard 
  

IMPORTANT: The details you enter when you create your USI must match exactly with those 
shown on the form of ID used.  
 
If you have no proof of ID from the list above, please advise your teacher.

Click on ‘Create your USI’.

Step 6 
Set your USI account password and questions for security. 

Step 7 
Your USI will now be displayed on the screen. 

Step 8 
Write down your USI and your name in the space provided at the bottom of this page and also enter 
it into your phone for safe keeping. 

Step 9 
Your USI will also be sent to you by either your email, phone or by mailing address (which ever you 
chose as your preferred contact method when creating your USI). 

Step 10 
Write your USI number down in a safe place for your records.
